Like I went to church, but didnõt 
pay attention all the time.  So coming to 
CF with friends just  made me want to 
listen more!!!  Now I am closer to God.ó 

Want to hear about a perfect weekend?  No sleep, 25 fun, giggling girls, Camp      
Summit, and Jesus!!! 
 This month for our Girls Day we took 25   
upper elementary-aged girls to camp.  The theme of 
the camp slumber party was ñThe Lord is my        
Shepherd.ò  Our goal was for these girls to feel secure 
in the deep, deep love of Jesus.  The girls were so   
excited to go as they arrived with a pillow, maybe one 
blanket and their clothes in a garbage bag.  When we  
arrived there were games, crafts, cooking, singing, 
Bible messages, verse memorization and finger-
painting.  Most of the girls had never finger-painted 
before, but it didnôt take them long to dig in!  Pure 
enjoyment and fun!  It was a delight to hear the      
giggles from girls whose lives are so troubled. 

 During this time, we got a handprint from each girl.  Then, 
after they went to bed, we cut out the handprint, put it in a frame 
that said, ñI am your GOOD Shepherd.  I will never  forget you.  I 
am always with you.  I will always love you.  I have written your 
name on the palms of my hands.  John 10, Isaiah 49.ò  The frames 
were waiting for them at their breakfast seats.  Their faces said it 
allé.like Christmas morning!  They chattered on and on,  planning 
where to hang it when they got home so they could see it every day. 
 What a blessing it is to watch God work right in front of 

your eyes.  For example, before they went to bed, we sat in pairs and rubbed sweet 
smelling lotion on each other's hands.  (Touch is really therapeutic to troubled kids.)  
Forty-five minutes later, they didnôt want to stop!  One girl, óSUSIE,ô an angry,      
troubled little girl, who rarely accepts hugs and is extremely defensive, put the lotion 
on and truly just melted.  Her face softened, she didnôt yell, her defenses just fell 
downéand she was smiling! 
 It was so encouraging to watch the girlsô 
leadership abilities grow.  They would start singing 
on their own or begin playing a game while       
waiting.  The most exciting part was that they were 
hungry for the Word. We had such good             
discussions on how to apply what we have learned 
to their lives.   God is working! 
 My voice may be hoarse from so much 
singing, but please join me in praising God for 
these girls, Camp Summit and the miracles He did 
at our slumber party as He continues to grow HIS 
children.

We serve the teens that come to CF in many different ways, but one of 

my favorites is studying the Word of God with them on Monday and 

Tuesday evenings.  I select a passage and introduce it to the teens.  

Then it is open for them to discuss in small groups with a volunteer 

table leader.  The past few weeks we have been studying the book of 

James.  I have included a story shared by one of our table leaders, 

Steve, after one particular Monday night Bible study: 

ñTonight was an awesome night in the Lord.  Dave at Bible study 

talked about James 4:1-10.  At first it was a night like the others ðthe 

young men at the table were distracted and were talking.  They were 

asked to pray for struggles in their lives and give those to God.  At 

first nobody seemed to want to pray, so I began to tell them how what 

Dave was talking about and the Word changed my life.  It seemed like 

the Spirit of God grabbed their attention and they listened to every 

word that I shared.  After that everyone in the group wanted to share 

their struggles and began to pray for those things.   They wanted to 

change their lives and make a difference for God.  They even began to 

pray for each other.  There was one young man fighting depression 

and anger, and we all gathered around him and prayed over him.  

Then at the end I asked if anyone wanted my phone number so they 

could call me at any time.  Three young men asked if they could have 

my phone number if they had any problems.  One young man asked 

to be dropped off last on the ride home so that He could talk to me and 

have me pray for him and his situation personally.ò   

Thanks to Steve and many other volunteers for investing their time 

into so many hurting youth.  Steve is making a huge impact and     

building life-changing relationships with so many young men who are 

lacking that guidance.  We can still use many more volunteers like 

Steve who want to make a difference and share Christôs love with teens 

and kids who are desperate
